A Tale of Two Immigrants:
William Hsing Huang was born November 20, 1944 in Henyang, Hunan China, and fled to Taiwan with his family at the age of 8.  He immigrated to the United States in 1970, and graduated from the Georgia Institute of Technology in 1972 with a Master of Science degree in Chemical Engineering.  He received his green card in 1974, and applied for and received full United States citizenship in 1980 after deciding he wanted to build his future and raise his family here.
William came to Houston in 1976, was ordained by the Baptist Pastors Committee in 1994, and began serving as Pastor of the New Life Baptist Church in Houston.  He served frequently on overseas missions to provide relief in times of disaster, such as an earthquake in Taiwan in 1999.  he also ministered to impoverished people all over Southeast Asia.  His most recent mission was to raise money to serve in Henan Province, China, where there is a high rate of HIV infection and AIDS-related deaths among the impoverished people there.  

To support his ministry and his family, Reverend Huang worked as a Real Estate Broker, restaurant owner, furniture business owner, granite and marble contractor, and car detailer through the years.   He was also active in many Asian community events both here in the states and overseas, serving as MC, comedian, talk show host, actor and singer.  He loved music, and had learned to sing and whistle before the age of 3.

In 2005, Reverend Huang purchased the Lucky Seafood Market at 66 Crosstimbers in north Houston, where he nourished his customers physically with seafood, and spiritually through song and his unique compassionate ministry.

This is the William Huang who left his homeland, entered the front door of America, embraced American citizenship and the American way of life, and found success in helping others.  This is the Reverend William Huang who hired a woman trying to break free financially from an abusive husband who had already assaulted her so often he was under a protective order to stay away from her.

In contrast, 35-year-old Leon Andrade came to America through the back door – illegally – many years ago, and has roamed freely through Houston and other areas during his time here.  He is a welder by trade, and an unstable element wherever he goes.  He is wanted for murder in Mexico, has been no-billed by a Grand jury for murder here, and has been convicted of Class A assault against his wife, children and a previous employer, although he has never been sentenced to more than 30 days in the Harris County Jail.  
At the time of this incident, Leon Andrade was the subject of a protective order issued by the 246th Family Court, which prohibited him from contact with his wife, whose life he had vowed to take.  On Sunday, March 12, 2006, he violated that protective order and confronted his wife at her new job at Reverend Huang’s Lucky Seafood Market.  When Reverend Huang came to her defense, Andrade assaulted him and then chased him with a machete.  Reverend Huang led Andrade away from Mrs. Andrade and her daughter, but could not escape the assault.  Andrade cornered Reverend Huang in a small alley and killed him with the machete.
Two immigrants came to America – one through the front door and one through the back.   One was a giver in life, the other a taker.  They met March 12, 2006 in a tragic exchange of giving and taking.  The last thing Reverend William Huang gave was his life for another.  The last thing that Leon Andrade took – so far – was Reverend William Huang’s life.  

Leon Andrade fled to Georgia and North Carolina, but reportedly has been seen in North Houston as recently as April 4, 2006.  Andrade is considered to be extremely violent and may be armed with a pistol.
